Children are encouraged to fulfil their potential through a broad and creative curriculum that meets the needs of all pupils.

Statement of Intent

At Weald Primary School our MFL programme focuses on teaching Spanish. The curriculum is designed to progressively develop children’s skills in languages, through regular taught lessons and a continuous provision approach.
Children progressively acquire, use and apply a growing bank of vocabulary organised around topics. All of these approaches help to equip our children with the skills to be confident global citizens 

Introduction

At Weald we believe that the development of Modern Foreign Language skills are of the highest priority. The purpose of this MFL policy is to:

a. ensure the effective delivery of the National Curriculum for MFL;
b. enable and ensure progression and continuity throughout the school;
c. aid the monitoring of the teaching and learning of Spanish.

We address language special needs throughout the school with the help and input of the SENCO, using school-based resources and those of the outside agencies.

We are aware of issues of gender and race equality and are prepared to bring about any necessary changes in the teaching of language to give equality of opportunity.

We plan termly with colleagues within Early Years, Key Stage 1, Y3 and Y4, and Y5 and Y6 to ensure continuity and progression.

Within our planning, provision is made for different teaching and learning styles, and children are encouraged to work both independently and collaboratively, at their own level to achieve their full potential.

Aims and Intent

· To understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of authentic sources 
· To speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating through discussion and asking questions, and continually improving the accuracy of pronunciation and intonation 
· To write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using a variety of grammatical structures 

Implementation: Teaching and Learning

To increase awareness, recognition and confidence in Spanish, from Year 1, we teach weekly Spanish lessons with the focus on vocabulary and grammar. Using a structured programme of study offered by Languagenut, children are able to:
· Learn a large range of topic themed vocabulary
· Listen to native speakers to enhance pronunciation 
· Practise speaking and listening through songs and rhymes
· Have opportunities to speak about a range of topics
· Learn to write in Spanish 

Impact: Assessment and Monitoring

Through the use of Languagenut, children are assessed and monitored regularly. 
· Each topic is assessed through the ‘learn, practice, test’ feature
· Differentiated ‘bronze, silver and gold’ levels for each topic
